1. Materialism - Is a worldview that what matters in life is money.

Be on your guard against all kinds of greed; a man's life 
does not consist in the abundance of his possessions.” 
 
Biblical worldview - Life is not about acquisition. 
 
2. Hedonism - is a worldview that what matters in life is pleasure. 
 
Feel good philosophy.  
 
The heart is deceitful above all things and desperately sick.
